Skilled Development Programme on Yak Wool Processing and Fabric making
Dirang 30th May, 2026:

The ICAR-National Research Centre on Yak, Dirang in collaboration with ICAR-National Institute of Natural Fibre Engineering and Technology, Kolkata completed a Thirteen Days Skill Develoment programme on “Processing of yak hair and fabric making” in Dirang during 18th to 30th May, 2026. The training was based on processing of yak hair which was earlier wasted in yak tracts especially the coarse hairs converting them into value added products for human uses using the Common Facility Centre (CFC) which have been established in the institute through fundings of Central Wool Development Board, Jodhpur under Ministry of Textile, Government of India. 

During this training fourteen trainees associated with yak rearing including two officials from this institute were enlightened the knowledge on yak hair and its processing using the sophisticated machines intalled in the CFC viz. softener, carding, drawing, spinning, automatic loom with jacquard, hank dyeing, Jigger dyeing, hot calendaring etc. They were skilled on washing, cleaning, blending, bleaching, dyeing, yarn and fabric making with stitching of garments like ladies’ bag, half jacket, kitchen apron, file cover etc. 
The programme was successfully conducted by Dr. D. Medhi, Principal Scientist, ICAR-NRCY, Dirang and Dr. Sanjoy Debnath, Principal Scientist, ICAR-NINFET, Kolkata who acted as Course Director of the programme and executed with their expertise teams with meticulous planning and the dynamic leadership of Dr. Mihir Sarkar, Director, ICAR-NRCY, Dirang. Dr. Sarkar with gracious presence in the valedictory programme suggested the trainees to implement their learning in hands-on-practices in the CFC and develop a yak fibre-based entrepreneurships for overall development of yak husbandry in the country. All trainees were rewarded with Certificates of Training.
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
